AREA VARIANCE APPLICATION

An application for an Area Variance is a request for relief from the dimensional or development standards of the USDO for a specific property.
An application may be submitted after denial of a proposed project or development by the Chief Planning Official or the Chief Building Official.

1. The Board of Zoning Appeals (BZA) reviews the application at a public workshop and public hearing and makes its decision based on the
standards in Section 375-5(E)(21)(c)(i).

2. An Area Variance application asks the BZA to change the standard code requirements because of a unique situation. The burden of proof lies
with the Applicant and requested variances will only be granted if an application and supporting materials meet the necessary criteria.

3. TheBZA s required to grant only the minimum variance that it deems necessary and adequate to address the hardship while preserving and
protecting the character of the neighborhood and health, safety and welfare of the community.

4. The decision of the BZA is final and another application for the same or essentially the same approval cannot be submitted within one year
from the date of the decision.

Original materials have been retained and repaired where their condition allowed. As displayed by
other “American Foursquare Homes” the materials and location of steps are a traditional style. The

proposed porch is for the most part retained or replaced with matching materials as indicated above
including portions of columns, spacing of columns, balusters and railings.

Replacing the columns in kind would have resulted in an inferior construction to that proposed.
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Part 6. Substantiality

The Applicant does not believe that this variance requested is substantial. The width, depth and height
of the porch remain unchanged. The slope and height of roof of the porch remain unchanged. The
wood column tops are retained as are the balusters and railing around the porch.

There are no physical change to the impervious area. The restoration of the porch will not result in
additional traffic, dust, noise, odor or need for public services. There will be no impact on the
environment.

Explain why the need for the variance requested is not self-created (e.g., the lot was created in 1954 and does not comply with the minimum lot area
requirements of the USDO):
The Applicant believes that the requested changes may be considered “self-created”. The need to
replace the deteriorated columns and steps was not self-created as it was related to age and moisture.
However, such a determination does not bar the granting of an area variance.
