The Albany County Land Bank requires that demolit ion contractors 
deconstruct or disassemble buildings so that the maximum amount 
prac t icab le  of materials can be recycled or repurposed rather than being 
landfilled. The aspirational goal for each structure is to divert at least 35% by 
weight or volume of materials from landfills. 
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
